“When we met on the 9th of June, part of the issues we received very loudly was that we are bringing a lot of 
outside employees into the system and that those inside are never given an opportunity.  MMC and senior 
manager Lepepe working with unions are seized with the responsibility to ensure that at least let us provide 
an opportunity for those of our employees who are inside to also be able to make their own advances from 
personal development within the context of work.
